SECTION 88 OF THE COMPANIES ACT 2014 – 
VARIATION IN CLASS RIGHTS

The above two online prec-
edents have been reviewed by 
the Conveyancing Committee 
following reports from users 
that there were some techni-
cal glitches in the fillable PDF 
documents, and the committee 
is happy to confirm that these 
technical issues have now been 
addressed. There has also been a 
minor layout change in the sec-
tion ‘Services and utilities’ (no 
8 in the ‘Sale’ precedent and no 

3 in the ‘Purchase’ precedent) 
to clarify the combination of 
options that can be selected 
when completing the document 
electronically. 

Practitioners should note 
that any conveyancing prec-
edent available on the prec-
edents’ page of the Society’s 
website is always the latest ver-
sion of the relevant document, 
and it is good practice to down-
load the precedent from the 

website on each occasion that 
you use it. This ensures that 
you are always using the latest 
version, which will encapsulate 
any minor amendments made 
to the document since you last 
used it. 

While it is unlikely that the 
above technical issues would 
have manifested themselves 
to practitioners or clients who 
were completing the precedents 
manually, it would be prudent 

for members to also download 
hard copies of the latest ver-
sion from the website for use in 
future sales or purchases. 

By way of clarification, the 
committee confirms that any 
major amendments or signifi-
cant revisions to a precedent are 
dealt with by way of providing a 
new edition of a document, and 
this is flagged to the profession 
at the time of publication of any 
such new edition. 

In drafting section 88 of the 
Companies Act 2014, each refer-
ence to ‘memorandum of associ-
ation’ and ‘articles of association’ 
was replaced with a single refer-
ence to ‘constitution’, which 
had unintended consequences in 
relation to the variation of class 
rights. (Regulation 3 of part 1 
of Table A, which deals with 
variation of class rights, was not 
migrated to the Companies Act 
2014.)

This creates an issue for a 
company that has shares of dif-
ferent classes, but the constitu-
tion of which does not provide 
for variation of class rights. The 
effect of section 88(5) is that such 
rights may only be amended with 
the approval of all members, 
including the holders of non-
voting shares. 

A constitution may be 
amended by a special resolution 
to insert provisions dealing with 

variation of class rights. How-
ever, under section 88(7), the 
insertion of any such provision 
would itself be treated as a vari-
ation of class rights. 

Section 88(4) also has to be 
considered. The effect of sec-
tion 88(4) is that, even if a 
constitution is amended post-
incorporation to include provi-
sions dealing with variation in 
class rights, the default provi-
sions of section 88(5) would still 

apply in certain circumstances. 
The Company Law Review 

Group has recommended that 
the legislation be amended. 
In the meantime, practitio-
ners should keep the provi-
sions of section 88 in mind in 
advising on the incorporation 
of LTDs, the creation of new 
share class(es) in LTDs, and the 
level of consent that might be 
required to a variation in class 
rights at any time.

ROLL OF PRACTISING BARRISTERS 

In June 2018 the LSRA commenced the establishment of the Roll of Practising Barristers as required under the Legal Services 
Regulation Act 2015.

The Roll of Practising Barristers is a register of all barristers entitled to provide legal services in the State.

Under section 134 (1) of the Legal Services Regulation Act 2015, every person who has been called to the Bar of Ireland and who 
intends to provide legal services as a barrister must apply to the Legal Services Regulatory Authority to have their name entered on 
the Roll.

Under section 136 of the Act, when commenced, it will be a criminal offence for a person to provide legal services as a practising 
barrister if their name and certain additional information is not on the Roll of Practising Barristers.

The application form for entry to the Roll can be found on the LSRA website at www.lsra.ie along with a number of guidance notes 
regarding the Roll and the application form itself. Applications should be submitted as soon as possible to facilitate entry on the Roll 
before the deadline of 29 December 2018.

ubsidence is, typically, the downward movement of a site 
on which a building stands – where, for example, the soil 
beneath the building decreases in volume, causing the 
building’s foundations to become unstable. There are 
many causes of subsidence, including leaking drains and 
tree roots. Subsidence cracks tend to be more vertical 

than horizontal.
It appears that climate change, and in 
particular prolonged dry and/or hot weather, 

has resulted in a considerable increase in such 
claims, since drought results in a decrease 
in soil volume, making clay soil particularly 
vulnerable. Subsidence claims appear likely 
to increase in the future.  

The Brandley case
Considerable uncertainty still surrounds 

the question of when claims for subsidence 
accrue, and when they become statute-barred. 

In the Supreme Court case of Brandley v Deane, 
McKechnie J dealt with the situation where a claim for 

subsidence was already statute-barred in contract, but 
the question remained whether it was also statute-barred 
as a tort. Dealing with when the cause of action accrued, 
he stated (at paragraph 2 of his judgment): “This area 
of the law has been bedevilled with misdescription, lack 
of clarity, and confusion between terms which are quite 
different, and with their interchangeable use when it is 
ill-judged and inappropriate to do so.”

ntil 2011, my story was a pretty 
standard one for a law firm 
partner. I had worked hard at 
school, got to a good university, 
studied law, got a good degree, 
trained at a good London firm 
and progressed to partnership 
there. A merger with a US firm 
followed and, after three years, I 
left to join another London firm 
where my interest in moving into 
law-firm management was more 
likely to be met. 

I had a lovely wife, three equally 
lovely kids, a lovely house and I 
was involved in our community as 
a school governor and much else. 
I was your archetypal insecure 

over-achiever and, as with many such 
people, from the outside my life looked 

pretty sorted.
 It looked pretty sorted from the 

inside too, if I ignored the ever-present feelings 
of stress and of guilt, and a gnawing feeling that my 

personal sense of purpose wasn’t really aligned with what I was 
doing day to day, a day to day that increasingly absorbed all my 
time and energy, leaving little for my wife and kids, and none at all 
for me. But hey, I thought, if I just can get through the next week, 
month, year, somehow it would all get sorted, right? 

Burning down the house
In his seminal book Depressive Illness – the Curse of the Strong, 
psychiatrist Tim Cantopher describes the kind of person who 
presents to him in clinic with stress-induced depressive illness: 
“He or she will have the following personality characteristics: 
• (Moral) strength, 
• Reliability, 
• Diligence, This is not my beautiful house…

s we embark on the road back to ‘normal’, we may be able to reflect on just 
how big a shock we all received on 12 March, when the schools were closed 

and normal life came to an abrupt halt. Our physical connection to loved 
ones and places was severed, replaced by a sometimes frightening and often 
monotonous reality. 

The immense social, economic and other sacrifices we have made in order 
to protect our collective physical health have put great strain on our mental 

and emotional wellbeing, and on that of our children. This article looks 
at some of the challenges that solicitors who are parenting school-age 
children and teenagers might be facing at this time. We focus on ways 

to recognise and use the resources you already have to support your 
children, and we provide a creative tool to assist you with this.

Solicitor parents have been dealing with particular stresses and 
demands that are worth thinking about and acknowledging.
